Some ideas for Haiku. 

Since the window is so important in this play, I wondered if we could project  (1) the nature scenes Louise describes in her haiku and (2) the way the outdoors looks at the season and time of day when the play takes place.
Season= Almost spring. I’d like to have a twiggy cherry tree barely budding, blooming daffodils, and (big) hydrangea bush twigs.

Time: In the beginning it is late afternoon, perhaps golden. Near the end it is red sunset at dusk. At the end the sun is down, but it’s the blue hour—not pitch dark.
1. Haiku 1

November evening.

Blackbirds scull across the moon. 

My breath warms my hands.

Perhaps we could project blackbirds sculling across the moon?

2. Haiku 2

Cold, chain-metal swings

Clang in the empty school yard.

Silent summer rain.

Perhaps we could project empty swings, perhaps even falling rain?
3. Louise makes a reference to “Mr. Turner’s daffodils” that she sees out the window—

Perhaps we could project daffs?

4. Haiku 3

Icy branches bend

And break over stones. I hear

My dead father . . . laugh.

Perhaps we could project ice covered branches over a rocky creek, snow on rocks and banks?
5. Flashback 1: rockabye baby: treetop blowing in wind?

6. Flashback 2: glaring noon sun?

7. Nell describes Lulu’s autistic state as being trapped in a white maze of cotton or clouds

Perhaps we could project that idea?
8. Haiku 4
Late autumn evening

Swallows circle overhead

Wood smoke curling up

9. Flashback 3: the girls are playing with make-up, like Elizabeth Taylor as Cleopatra
Perhaps we could project something like mirrors, or exotic eyes rimmed with kohl, or something?
10. Within the flashback, Mother enters and is mad about the make-up b/c Louise has drawn all over herself with turquoise and purple eye crayons.
Perhaps we the screen could go blank, or be filled with an angry color, or a combination of angry color, turquoise, and purple?

11. Red sky at dusk, with one gray cloud

12. Haiku 5
Red sky at dusk

One gray cloud lies 

In my sister’s eyes

13. Nell tells how, as a girl, she read in a cherry tree, surrounded by flowers

Perhaps we could project the cherry tree in full bloom?

14. At end of Nell’s memory, outdoor scene would return to earliest spring twilight

15. Haiku 6
Walking in his garden

Suddenly in the twilight—

White hydrangea.

I’d like the  hydrangeas’ summer green leaves to materialize on the twiggy bushes, and then  white summer hydrangea blossoms seem to explode like fireworks.
